HIGHER EDUCATION STUDENT FINANCE IN 2026/27 & 2027/28:

Regulations setting maximum fee limits for the 2026/27 & 2027/28 academic years (AYs) were laid in draft on 5 February 2026. These Regulations also preserve lower maximum fee limits for foundation years in classroom-based subjects for AY 2026/27 & 2027/28.

Changes to student support for the 2026/27 AY are set out in a separate SSIN 04/26.

In summary: 

· Maximum fee limits for undergraduate courses in the 2026/27 and 2027/28 academic years will increase by forecast inflation of 2.71% and 2.68% respectively, based on the RPIX inflation index. 
· Maximum fee limits will increase from £9,535 to £9,790 in AY 2026/27, and from £9,790 to £10,050 in AY 2027/28.
